SUBJECT: Default Judgment:  Technical Revisions to Request for Entry of 

Default (revise form 982(a)(6)) (Action Required)    
 
Issue Statement  
Administrative Office of the Courts staff has identified spacing errors that should 
be corrected in form 982(a)(6). The proposal was not circulated for comment 
because it is noncontroversial, technical in nature, and urgently needed to promote 
the effective administration of justice. 
 
Recommendation   
Staff recommends that the Judicial Council, effective February 18, 2005: 
 
Revise form 982(a)(6), Request for Entry of Default (Application to Enter Default) 
to modify formatting to provide adequate space in (1) item 1 for entering the 
names of plaintiffs by allowing plaintiffs names to be placed in a new item 1b and 
(2) item 6b for entering the names and addresses of defendants. 
 
The revised form is attached at pages 3–4.  
 
Rationale for Recommendation 
The council adopted two minor revisions to the default form effective January 1, 
2005.  These were to (1) require that item 7, the memorandum of costs, be 
completed only when a money judgment is requested and (2) modify the 
declaration of nonmilitary status under item 8 to refer to the Servicemembers Civil 
Relief Act.   
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In the process of making these revisions, formatting changes were made to this 
mandatory form that deleted space needed to complete items 1 and 6b.  Item 1 
requires entry of each plaintiff’s name and item 6b requires entry of each 
defendant’s name and address. As a consequence of these omissions, members of 
the public and court staff have contacted the Administrative Office of the Courts, 
requesting that the form be revised as soon as practicable to correct these 
formatting problems. 
 
The revised form would address these problems by (1) creating a new item 1b with 
increased space for entry of the names of plaintiffs and (2) increasing the space in 
6b for entry of the defendants’ names and addresses. 
   
Alternative Actions Considered 
Staff considered recommending that this change take effect on July 1, 2005.  But 
delaying the correction will create hardship for applicants who seek a default 
judgment and are then faced with a mandatory form that does not permit the 
necessary information to be inserted in the space provided. 
 
Comments From Interested Parties 
Because these are technical amendments, the proposal was not circulated for 
comment.  Staff has received telephone calls and e-mails from court clerks and 
members of the public asking that the form be corrected as soon as practicable. 
  
Implementation Requirements and Costs 
No special costs are anticipated.  Publishers would have to update this form.
