The members of the commission who will
consider the appointment to the First Appellate District are
Chief Justice Ronald M. George, chairperson; Attorney
General Edmund G. Brown, Jr.; and Presiding Justice J.
Anthony Kline, senior presiding justice of the First
Appellate District.
