#04-72  In re Padilla, S110741.  Original proceeding.  In this case, which is related to the automatic appeal in People v. Padilla (1995) 11 Cal.4th 891, the court issued an order to show cause limited to the following issue:  Did a juror prejudge the penalty decision, depriving defendant of his right to a fair and impartial jury under the Sixth Amendment to the United States Constitution and article I, section 16 of the California Constitution?  (See In re Hitchings (1993) 6 Cal.4th 97.)

#04-73  Snowney v. Harrah’s Entertainment, Inc., S124286.  (B164118; 116 Cal.App.4th 996; Los Angeles County Superior Court; BC267575.)  Petition for review after the Court of Appeal affirmed in part and reversed in part the judgment in a civil action.  This case presents the following issue:  In an action alleging false advertising and unfair business practices, are Nevada hotels subject to personal jurisdiction in California based on advertising in the state, maintaining a toll-free telephone number for accepting reservations from within the state, and maintaining an internet website capable of processing online reservations of California residents?
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
