#10-113  People v. Eusebio, S184957.  (B216149; 185 Cal.App.4th 990, mod. 186 Cal.App.4th 497i; Los Angeles County Superior Court; VA107591.)  Petition for review after the Court of Appeal modified and affirmed a judgment of conviction of criminal offenses.

#10-114  People v. Keating, S184354.  (B210240; 185 Cal.App.4th 364; Los Angeles County Superior Court; PA056847.)  Review on the court’s own motion after the Court of Appeal modified and affirmed a judgment of conviction of criminal offenses.

The court ordered briefing in Eusebio and Keating deferred pending decision in People v. Brown, S181963 (#10-64), which presents the following issue:  Does Penal Code section 4019, as amended to increase presentence custody credits for certain offenders, apply retroactively?
