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Local Architect Selected for New Sacramento Criminal Courthouse 
Global Firm Will Partner 

San Francisco—Local architecture firm Nacht & Lewis and global firm HOK have been selected to 
design the new Sacramento Criminal Courthouse, the Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) 
announced today. The proposed project, which is in the earliest phase of site selection, will provide 
a new 35-courtroom criminal courthouse, replacing 26 courtrooms of the badly overcrowded 
Gordon D. Schaber Courthouse and centralizing court functions from other downtown leased 
facilities. 

This project, with an estimated total cost of $509.2 million, was ranked as an “Immediate Need” in 
the judicial branch’s capital-outlay plan and is among the judicial branch’s highest-priority 
infrastructure projects. The Schaber Courthouse, built in 1965 and originally designed for 22 
courtrooms, now houses 44 courtrooms.  It lacks security features critical for safe operation of 
criminal caseloads and has many physical problems.  

“We are very pleased with this selection of an architecture partnership that will bring world-class 
expertise to our new courthouse,” said Presiding Judge James M. Mize, Superior Court of 
Sacramento. “This project is not only critically needed by our court, but it will be an important 
addition to Sacramento’s civic community and an infrastructure effort that will provide economic 
benefits for years to come. This expertise will help us ensure that we get it right.” 

The new Sacramento courthouse project is currently in site selection. The local Court, AOC, and a 
project advisory group that includes members of the local community are reviewing a short list of 
potential sites. Once engaged, the architecture team can begin preliminary space programming, but 
architectural design must wait until a site is selected and acquisition is approved by the State Public 
Works Board. Site selection and acquisition typically take a year or more. The project is scheduled 
for completion in winter 2014. 

Local architecture firm Nacht & Lewis has an 87-year history in the Sacramento area, with 
extensive experience in civic architecture. Global firm HOK has deep experience for government 
clients worldwide, ranging from local courthouses to large campuses for federal agencies. HOK is 
the architect for the New East Contra Costa Courthouse, currently under construction in Pittsburg. 

The new courthouse is among the first of 41 projects to be funded by Senate Bill 1407, which 
finances critically needed courthouse construction, renovation, and repair through a portion of 
judicial branch fees, fines, and penalties.
