The opinion herein, filed on March 21, 2012, is modified as follows:


On page 4 of the opinion, the first sentence of the second full paragraph should be modified as follows:  Delete “Before the case was submitted to the jury” and replace that phrase with “During deliberations.”  The first sentence should now read:  

During deliberations, the court clerk received a “telephone call from an unidentified juror regarding reporting juror misconduct.


On page 4, the last sentence of the third full paragraph should be modified to read:

Counsel also stated, “I attempted to talk to the jurors after the case.


These modifications effect no change in the judgment.
