Jim Darryl Hayes appeals from the judgment after a judge, sitting without a jury, convicted him of the misdemeanor of failing to obey a court order and sentencing him to 90 days in county jail.  (Pen. Code, § 166, subd. (a)(4).)   


We appointed counsel to represent appellant in this appeal.  After counsel’s examination of the record, counsel filed an opening brief in which no issues were raised.  On September 5, 2012, we advised appellant that he had 30 days within which to personally submit any contentions or issues he wished us to consider.  No response has been received.


The record shows that a restraining order was issued by the superior court in June 2010, ordering appellant to stay at least 100 yards from Teresa Rials, her home, her vehicle and her workplace.  In December 2010, appellant violated the order by walking within 100 yards of Rials' home and within about 10 yards of her car.  


We have reviewed the record and are satisfied that appellant's attorney has fully complied with her responsibilities and that no arguable issues exist.  (People v. Kelly ( 2006) 40 Cal.4th 106, 125-126; People v. Wende (1979) 25 Cal.3d 436, 443.)


The judgment is affirmed.
