 Julio Armando Beltran appeals from an April 24, 2013 order denying his 

post-judgment motion for additional presentence conduct credits pursuant to Penal Code 

sections 2900.5 and 4019.

 On December 4, 2007, appellant was convicted by jury of attempted 

murder with findings that he personally and intentionally discharged a firearm and caused 

great bodily injury.  (§§ 664/187, subd. (a)); 12022.53, subd. (a).)  The trial court 

sentenced appellant to 32 years to life state prison and awarded presentence credits of 448 

days actual custody and 67 days conduct credit.   Appellant appealed and we affirmed the 

judgment in an unpublished opinion on March 13, 2009.  (B204402.)

 In 2013, appellant filed a post-judgment motion for additional presentence 

custody credits. The trial court denied the motion on April 24, 2013 and appellant 

appeals.  

 We appointed counsel to represent appellant in this appeal.  After 

examining the record, counsel filed an opening brief raising no issues.  On September 24, 

2013, we advised appellant that he had 30 days to personally submit any contentions he 

wished us to consider.   No response has been received from appellant. 

 We have reviewed the entire record and are satisfied that appellant's 

attorney has fully complied with his responsibilities and that no arguable issues exist.  

(People v. Kelly (2006) 40 Cal.4th 106, 126; People v. Wende (1979) 25 Cal.3d 436, 

443.) 

 The judgment is affirmed.
