Cory Joe Campbell appeals a judgment of conviction entered after he expressly waived his constitutional rights and right to a preliminary examination and pleaded nolo contendere to infliction of corporal injury on a cohabitant (Case No. 2015028767), and unlawful use of tear gas and petty theft (Case No. 2015030476), with an admission that he suffered a prior serious felony strike conviction.  (Pen. Code, §§ 273.5, subd. (a), 22810, subd. (g)(1), 484, subd. (a), 667, subds. (b)-(i), 1170.12, subds. (a)-(d).)
  In accordance with a plea agreement, the trial court sentenced Campbell to five years four months in prison.  The court also imposed a $300 restitution fine for each case, a $300 parole revocation restitution fine for each case (stayed), a $120 court security assessment, and a $90 criminal conviction assessment, ordered victim restitution, and awarded Campbell 377 days of presentence custody credit.  (§§ 1202.4, subd. (b), 1202.45, 1465.8, subd. (a); Gov. Code, § 70373.)  The court dismissed a count of misdemeanor resisting a peace officer and two prior prison term allegations.  (§§ 148, subd. (a)(1), 667.5, subd. (b), 1385, subd. (a).)  

We appointed counsel to represent Campbell in this appeal.  After counsel's examination of the record, he filed an opening brief raising no issues.


On September 1, 2016, we advised Campbell by mail that he had 30 days within which to personally submit any contentions or issues that he wished to raise on appeal.  We have not received a response. 

We have reviewed the entire record and are satisfied that Campbell's attorney has fully complied with his responsibilities and that no arguable issue exists.  (People v. Wende (1979) 25 Cal.3d 436, 441.)


The judgment is affirmed.
