How to Give Notice of Hearing for Conservatorship

1. [     ] 
File conservatorship forms. When you file your conservatorship forms with the Court’s Clerk, 
you will receive back one set of the forms with the petition number on each form.
The forms you get back will contain the forms you will need to give notice. These
forms are Notice of Hearing (form GC-020) and Petition for Appointment of Probate 
Conservator (form GC-310). (These forms will be referred to as Notice and Petition 

throughout this instruction sheet).
2. [     ]
Make copies. Make copies of the Notice and Petition. The number of copies you will need to
make will depend on how many people you have to notify (see step 3. a. below).
3. [     ] 
Give notice.
a. [     ]
Who must receive notice? The proposed Conservatee’s relatives such as:
[  ] Spouse or domestic partner

[  ] Children

[  ] Grandparents



[  ] Grandchildren

[  ] Parents




[  ] Regional Center

[  ] Brother and Sisters


[  ] Veteran’s Administration



Make copies of the Notice and Petition for each of these individuals and organizations.
Note:
The above relatives must be notified even if you think they do not care or would 
not disagree with the conservatorship.

b. [     ]
When must notice be given? The relatives and the Veteran’s Administration must be 
notified at least 15 days before the hearing. The Regional Center must be notified at least 

30 days before the hearing.

c. [     ]
How must the notice be given? 
i. Someone over 18 (not you or any party to this proceeding) must mail a copy of the Notice and Petition to the relatives and agencies listed above. This person is called a “server.”
ii. Then, the server must fill out, date and sign the Proof of Service in its entirety. (The Proof of Service is on the back of the Notice).
iii. Then, the server must give the Notice with its completed Proof of Service back to you.
4. [     ]
Make a copy of the completed Notice. Make a copy of the completed Notice and Proof 
of  Service. (Again, these are the same form; the Notice is on the front part of the form and the 
Proof of Service is on the back part of the form).
5. [     ]
File the completed Notice. Bring the original and a copy of the Notice to the Court’s 
Clerk. The Clerk will stamp both the original and copy. The Clerk will keep the original. You should keep the stamped copy for your records. The stamped copy is called a “conformed copy.”
These are the rules for giving Notice for a Conservatorship. You must follow the rules carefully.
If you do not follow these rules, your petition for conservatorship will be delayed.
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
