
· 1.  Read the papers you received very carefully.  You should have received:
· Notice of Hearing and Temporary Restraining Order (Form CH-120)
· Request for Orders to Stop Harassment (Form CH- 100)
· Answer to Request for Orders to Stop Harassment (Form CH-110)
· Proof of Firearms Turned In or Sold (Form CH-145)
· How Can I Answer a Request for Orders to Stop Harassment (Form CH-151)
The Order to Show Cause tells you when to come to court.  It may also include temporary restraining orders, like a “no contact” or “stay away order” prohibiting you from contacting or coming near the person who filed the order (“the plaintiff”).

· 2.  If you don’t agree with the restraining order, you must file a response.  Fill out the response form (Form CH-110).  Make two copies and file the response form with the court (Room 103). 
· 3.  Serve the response form.
· A copy should be sent to the plaintiff.
· Have someone over 18 years old (not you) deliver or mail a copy of your response form to the plaintiff at least two days before the hearing.
· Have the person complete, sign and return to you the proof of service (proof that your response was delivered).  Proof of Personal Service (Form CH-130) or Proof of Service by Mail (Form CH-131)
· 4.  Come to your court hearing.  Bring your copy of the response and all of the court papers.  Bring your proof of service for the response.  If you have any witnesses, they must come to the court hearing with you.
