How to fill out the forms:

FL-372  Request for Joinder


Fill out the captions in the large box at the top of the page—your name and address, the name and address of the court, the names of the parties, and the case number.  The “Claimant” listed underneath Petitioner and Respondent is the name of the Pension company (for example, CalPers).  


Under item 1, fill in the name of the pension company.  Date, print and sign your name.

FL-370  Pleading on Joinder


Fill in the captions box just like the Request for Joinder.  Fill in the information requested in items 1-6.  In item 7, check the boxes that explain what orders you might ask the court to make regarding the pension.  Most people check all the boxes.  You should consult with an attorney if you are not sure what to ask for, or whether there are other orders you might want to ask for.  Date, print, and sign your name at the end of page 2.
FL-375  Summons—Joinder


Fill in the captions box just like the other two forms.  In the middle of the page, check the box in front of number 2 and fill in the name of the pension plan in the space in the middle of the paragraph.  At the bottom of the page, check box 3(c) and under the words “on behalf of” fill in the name of the pension company.  Under that, check the box labeled “FC 2062 (Employee Benefit Plan).”

Make two copies of each form.  Turn in the originals and the copies at the family law window.  There is no filing fee for this process.  The clerk will give you back two stamped copies.

A copy of each of these documents must be personally served on the pension company and the proof of service must be filed with the court.  There is a proof of service on page 2 of the Summons.
