GUARDIANSHIPS
WHY DO I HAVE TO KEEP
COMING BACK TO COURT?

You didn’t make sure that everyone knows about it. 

Before the Judge can decide to give you a guardianship, the Judge has to make sure that the parents and the relatives know what is happening.  The Judge looks at the papers in the file and sees if there is a “Proof of Service” signed by someone other than you.  The parents have to get the papers by hand delivery.  The grandparents have to get the papers mailed to them at their right address. 
You left something blank on the papers.

The Judge will tell you what you need to do.  You then need to do it and file the corrected copy with the Court.

Someone is objecting to you getting guardianship.

Sometimes the Court will ask the Court Investigator to check up on the parents or the person asking for guardianship.  When there has to be an investigation, then it will take on the average two more months to be finished.
