MILITARY RETIREMENT DIVISION

1. Post-Judgment and after Service Member’s retirement, the former spouse can bring a  motion (OSC) to enter a Clarifying Order To Divide Military Retirement.

2. The moving party requests the Court to make the findings on “Attachment A”, which the moving party has completed and attached to the Application for Order.  

3. The responding party/retired Service Member is served with the OSC (with Attachment A) and can correct any entries on the attachment in the Responsive Declaration as needed.

4. Once the Court has made the findings and the order to enter the clarifying order, the Facilitator prepares the Findings and Order After Hearing as well as the Order to Divide Military Retirement, inserting all the findings as needed, throughout the order.

5. The Former Spouse sends a certified copy of the Order to Divide, certified mail, return receipt requested, to US Navy-Retired, DFAS Cleveland Center, DFAS-GAG/CL, PO Box 998002, Cleveland, OH 44199-8002 or for US Marines, DFAS Kansas City Center, 1500 East 95th St., Kansas City MO 64197
