Healthcare Issues:
Both parents must:

(
Have the right to give emergency medical consent for the minor children.

(
Have the right to access to medical records relating to the minor children.

Must be listed as emergency contacts on all emergency cards relating to the minor children.

Must notify each other as soon as possible in case of an emergency or serious illness involving the children.

· Must notify the other if the children are prescribed any medications.
· Must inform each other of any routine medical/dental appointments relating to the children at least 3 days in      advance.
· Must give each other a copy of any health insurance card(s) for the children.

Education Issues
Both parents:

· Have to right to access to school records and information concerning the children. 

· May attend parent-teacher conferences relating to the children.  Such conferences may be separate, at the request of a parent, if at all possible, given the rules of the school.

· May go to school activities involving the children.  ( Exception to Restraining Order distance requirement:          At such activities Restrained Person must stay at least ________ ft. from protected person and have no contact with the protected person.

Miscellaneous Orders
· The parents will conduct themselves peacefully and respectfully toward each other at all times.

· Neither parent will make any disparaging or negative comments about the other parent or the other parent’s family, present relationship, or friends in the presence or hearing of the children, nor will either parent permit others to make such comments in the presence or hearing of the children.

· Neither parent will discuss this court case with the children nor allow them to see or hear the content of any  court papers.
· The parents will not use the children as messengers and will communicate with each other directly relating to the children.
· Father (Mother will communicate with (Mother ( Father only about timeshare, or the health, education and welfare of the children.

· Except in the event of an emergency, the parents will communicate with each other concerning the children by email, text or in writing.
(  Father (Mother will sign up for ( Parenting Classes   ( Parenting Without Violence Classes 

within 30 days from the date of this order.  S/he is to provide proof of enrollment and completion in writing to the Court, Family Court Services and the other parent.  They may contact the Case Manager for help locating a class and to find out if there are any resources to help with payment of the cost of the classes.

· Mother
( Father will not consume alcoholic beverages, narcotics, or restricted dangerous drugs (except by prescription) within ______ hours prior to or during the time he or she has the minor children with them and neither will be under the influence of any illegal drugs during this time.

· Neither parent will use any form of corporal punishment on the minor children nor permit a third party to do so.  This means that there will be no spanking, slapping, hitting, or other form of physical punishment used on the children.

· The minor children will be in an appropriate child restraint system whenever they are being transported in a motor vehicle and the driver will be licensed and insured.

· Child care will be done by an adult, who is aged 18 or older.

· Each parent will be kept informed of the name, address, and telephone number of any regular child care provider for the children.
· The children will not be exposed to secondhand cigarette smoke while in the home or car of either parent.

· The minor children shall not be exposed to domestic violence or conflict.
