How to Write a License Release Motion
Revocation of a state license is an enforcement tool used by the California Department of Child Support Services to encourage consistent and timely child support payments by the person ordered to pay support.

In order to obtain a judicial release of a license, you must first have been denied an administrative release by the child support agency.  If you have not already spoken to the child support agency about a release of your license, do so first.  If you are denied a release, the next step is to file a motion with the court explaining the reasons why you believe your license should be released to you.  The court generally needs to know the following types of information:

1. WHY YOU NEED YOUR LICENSE:  For instance, if you are requesting the release of your driver’s license, what type of driving do you anticipate needing to do, i.e. get to work, drive on the job, go to medical appointments, take your children to school, look for work,  maintain your job, etc.

2. WHETHER YOU ARE CURRENTLY PAYING SUPPORT:  State whether you are currently paying your child support and if not, why not.  If you are paying child support, state how much you are paying and the source of the money used to pay support, i.e. earnings, unemployment, disability, etc.  Attach proof of child support payments, such as pay stubs showing wage garnishments, unemployment stubs, etc.

3. EMANCIPATED CHILDREN:  If your child is already age 19 or over, state that you have no current support due but owe child support arrears only.

4. PHYSICAL CUSTODY OF MINOR CHILDREN:  If you have custody of the child or children involved in the case, let the court know.

5. INCARCERATION:  If you have just recently been released from incarceration and need your license to look for work or obtain work, let the court know.

6. ANY OTHER SPECIAL CIRCUMSTANCES:  State any other special circumstances you feel the court needs to be aware of in order to make an informed decision on your license release request.
