#06-30  People v. Prince, S140277.  (F045053; 134 Cal.App.4th 786; Kern County Superior Court; KF002549A.)  Petition for review after the Court of Appeal affirmed in part and reversed in part a judgment of conviction of criminal offenses.  The court ordered briefing deferred pending decision in People v. Wilson, S130157 (#05-32), which presents the following issue:  May a DNA expert testify to the statistical probability of a match between the perpetrator’s and defendant’s genetic profiles based on different racial databases if the prosecution has not first provided independent evidence of the perpetrator’s race?
