The judges’ panel discussion highlights jurisdictions that feature Veteran Treatment Courts (VTCs). VTCs
help veteransachieve rehabilitation and generally follow the framework of Penal Code sections 1170.9
and 1001.80. The panel addresses special legal rights afforded toveterans and the importance of
providing effective assistance of counsel to our members of the United States military and veterans. This
discussion provides an overview of rights at arraignment (PC§858), sentencing provisions relatedto
PC§1170.9, right to restorative relief, and Penal Code Section 1001.80 Military Diversion Program for
Misdemeanors. Some jurisdictions combine PC 1170.9 and PC 1001.80. The panel will review advantages
and disadvantages between these approaches.

The Mental Health Services Oversight & Accountability Commission (MHSOAC), CalVets, and the
California Association of Veteran Service Agencies (CAVSA) share the goals of California VTCs to divert
our Veterans with mental health and substance abuse problems from the traditional justice system
towardtreatment and recovery-oriented systems of care (ROSC). This session will open the dialogue
and explore opportunities for improved collaboration betweenour VTCs, MHSA and CalVets programs,
and CAVSA advocacy. Preliminary findings from a CAVSA Veteran Mental Health survey will also be
presented to provide an “on the ground” perspective from across the State.

According to research (Knudsen & Wingenfeld, 2015), the participation and involvement of mentors or
peer support in Veterans Treatment Courts (VTC) contribute to the success of criminal justice-involved
veterans.

This session will explore best practicesfor a successful mentor program, including but not limited to,
training, recruiting and retaining a diverse pool of mentors (i.e., women, racialand ethnic groups and
servicemembers from different conflicts), and establishing minimum standards for mentors.

2:05 pm- 3:00 pm: Strategies for Increasing Women Veterans in Veterans Treatment Courts

Women are underrepresented in Veteran Treatment Courts despite comprising 15% of active service
members. A significant percentage of veteran’s experience Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder (PTSD),
Military Sexual Trauma (MST), substance abuse and behavioral health issues. This session explores
barriers to female participation in VTC's and strategiesfor increasing participation/accessand retention.

YOU SHOULD CONSULT WITH YOUR ATTORNEY ABOUT THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION

If you are a current or former member of any branch of the U.S. Military you may be entitled to certain rights under some
California laws. If you are filing for relief from financial obligation during military service, a notification of military deployment and
request to modify a support order, or other relief under the Service Members' Civil Relief Act (50 App. U.S.C. §§ 501-597(b)), you must
complete the appropriate forms, and completion of this form is not required. Please see form MIL-010 (Notice of Petition and Petition for
Relief From Financial Obligations During Military Service) and form FL-398 (Notice of Activation of Military Service and Deployment and
Request to Modify a Support Order). Below are brief explanations of some of those laws. Consult with your attorney to discuss
how these and/or other laws may apply to you.

You are not required to have an honorable discharge, to have combat service, or to be accepted into a Veterans Court to be
eligible for the rights described in the following statutes.

California Penal Code 1170.9: Consideration for alternative sentencing and restorative relief.

If you are requesting consideration or restorative relief under Penal Code section 1170.9, this form alone will not meet the requirement
that you assert to the court that the crime you wre charged wiht was a result of a condition caused by your military service.

Rights include possibly:

» Receiving treatment instead of prison or jail time for certain crimes

» Having a greater chance of receiving probation

» Having conditions of probation deemed satisfied early, other than any victim restitution ordered, and probation terminated early
» Having some felonies reduced to misdemeanors

» Having the court restore rights, dismiss penalties, and/or set aside conviction for certain crimes

Requirements include:
» For consideration for alternative sentencing:

o Convicted of certain criminal offenses (some crimes do not qualify)
o Eligible for probation and court orders probation
» For restorative relief following order of probation:
o In substantial compliance with conditions of probation
o A successful participant in and demonstration of significant benefits from treatment and services
o No danger to the health and safety of others

California Penal Code 1001.80: Diversion in misdemeanor cases.

Rights include possibly:

» Pretrial diversion program instead of trial and potential conviction and incarceration

» Dismissal of eligible criminal charges following satisfactory performance in program

» Arrest is deemed to have “never occurred” for most purposes following successful completion of program

Requirements include:

» Application to misdemeanors only, not felonies

« Eligible for diversion and court orders diversion

» Waiver of right to speedy trial and consent to diversion
» Satisfactory performance in program

California Penal Code 1170.91: Mitigating factor in felony sentencing.

* The court shall consider these circumstances from which the defendant may be suffering as a result of military service as a factor in
mitigation during felony sentencing, which could mean a more lenient sentence.
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
