Legal Help Center

The Superior Court’s Legal Help Center is located in DeWitt Center in Auburn, at 11546 B Ave.  The Legal Help Center will be moving to South Placer Justice Center, along with the rest of the court.  The anticipated date for this move is January 2007.

The Legal Help Center assists with all types of State Court cases (no Bankruptcy at this time).  Most of the customers in the Legal Help Center need assistance with their family law cases, including Divorce/Legal Separation/Nullity, Parentage, child custody and support, spousal support, and restraining orders.  We also regularly assist with Guardianships and Conservatorships.

Paralegal Interns will work under the supervision of Legal Help Center staff and will prepare needed documents for customers, explain how to file and serve documents, prepare orders after hearing, and do data entry for customer demographic and services information.

Most internship work is available from 9 a.m. to 12 noon Monday through Friday, which is when the walk-in clinic is open.  

Interns must be able to type at least 35 wpm and be familiar with office equipment, such as copiers, fax machines, staplers and hole punches.  Interns must have completed their Family Law module and have been attending paralegal school for at least three months.

Interns must do a LiveScan fingerprint, which costs $15, which will be reimbursed by the court afterward after the intern submits a claim, and must also complete a drug test at the court’s expense.  The internship will start after test results are received and approved.
