IMPORTANT

YOUR RESTRAINING ORDER MUST BE SERVED ON THE OTHER PARTY 

A copy of the order you received today must be served by mail on the other party.  This means that someone over the age of 18, not you or anyone else named as a protected party in the order, must mail a copy of this order to the other party at his/her last known address.  If you are unsure of the last known address, look at your Temporary Restraining Order (part of the papers you first filled out), 

DV-110, line 17.
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The person who mails the order to the other party must complete a “Proof of Service by Mail” (DV-250) which is attached.  Once the Proof of service is completed, make a copy of it and file the original and the copy with the Court Clerk.  Keep the filed copy of the Proof of Service with your Restraining Order.
