HOW TO GET A TRIAL DATE SO YOU CAN FINISH YOUR EVICTION CASE

MAKE SURE YOU HAVE SERVED ALL DEFENDANTS (OR HAVE DISMISSED THE DEFENDANTS YOU WERE UNABLE TO SERVE) BEFORE FILING THIS FORM.

(MAKE AS MANY COPIES OF “REQUEST TO SET CASE FOR TRIAL” FORM (FORM UD-150) SO THAT THE COURT WILL HAVE ORIGINAL, YOU WILL HAVE A COPY AND EACH DEFENDANT WILL HAVE A COPY.  FOR EXAMPLE, IF YOU HAVE JUST ONE DEFENDANT, MAKE 2 COPIES.
(SOMEONE OTHER THAN YOU WHO IS AT LEAST 18 YEARS OLD MUST MAIL TO THE DEFENDANT(S) A COMPLETED COPY OF THE FORM. THIS MEANS REGULAR MAIL (PROPERLY ADDRESSED ENVELOPE WITH POSTAGE ON IT).  WHOEVER DOES THAT MAILING MUST COMPLETE THE “PROOF OF SERVICE” PORTION OF THE AT ISSUE MEMO. FORM ON PAGE 2 OF THE ORIGINAL AND YOUR COPY.
(FILE THE ORIGINAL AND REMAINING COPY OF THE REQUEST FORM WITH THE COURT CLERK (191 NORTH FIRST STREET SAN JOSE, CA 95113, OPEN M-F 8:30 AM TO 4 PM).  NO FEE TO FILE.
THE CLERK WILL THEN MAIL TO YOU AND DEFENDANTS NOTICE OF THE TRIAL DATE.
MAKE SURE YOU PREPARE FOR YOUR TRIAL AND MAKE SURE YOU ATTEND THE TRIAL DATE.  ONCE THE JUDGE MAKES A RULING, YOU WILL NEED TO PREPARE AND HAVE THE JUDGE SIGN THE JUDGMENT.
